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Should Illinois have a speed 
limit? 

During the 1955 session a speed 
limit bill was'killed by one vote. 
GovcrrTor, Stratton again has ask­
ed for a 'speed limit law. Many 
legislators support the Idea—and 
statistics unquestionably support 
the view that some type of speed 
limit can be a real life-saver. 

My feeling on the 1955 proposal 
was that its big flaw was that it 
was a static, inflexible law which 
would have set the same speed 
limit on a new, four-lane highway 
as on some winding, narrow road 
which Is badly in need of repair. 

Such a proposal seems to me to 
be unrealistic. And a great many 
legislators feel as I do on this. 

In our sessions last week, Rep-
resenthtlve Robert McCarthy of 
Lincoln nnd several others intro­
duced a measure which would 
give tho state's Department of 
Highways tho authority to set the 
limits as it sees the need. 

In other words, the speed limit 
on a four-lane highway could be 
set at one figure and the top 1c-
tr^l f!p""r1 fin n nnrrow, \ylndlng 
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road at another figure 
The McCarthy solution to the 

speed limit problem has n great 
deal of senUment back of it in the 
legislature. 

If Governor Slraltan dorides to 
support the McCarthy solution to 
our speed problem, chances are 
excellent that Illinois will have n 
rather practlcol, workable speed 
limit 

If tho Governor supports a rigid 
speed limit. I would guess such a 
proposal would have a much hard­
er time passing.
