She
graduated from the local high
school in 1922 and from Millikin
University four years later
with a Bachelor of Science
degree. She was hired as
science teacher in the Wenona
high school and taught for 25
years. During this time she
went on to earn a Master’s
degree from Columbia
University in New York City.

Rev. and Mrs. Flug lived in
Wenena until 1933 when he was
called to serve another church,
then returned to Wenona in
1937 when he retired from the
ministry.
